CLASS DESCRIPTIONS


LEADLINE: 7 yrs & under. May NOT cross-enter where asked to trot. BHSA DIV.





PRE-SHORT STIRRUP: 10 yrs & under. May NOT cross-enter into classes where asked to canter or jump. Judged on Equitation. BHSA DIVISION





WALK-TROT: Any age horse/pony OR rider in FIRST year showing. Must TROT fences. If entries warrant, will split First Yr Riders and First Yr Horses/Ponies





PONY PLEASURE: 14.2 & under. ONLY Juniors may ride ponies. VHSA/BHSA 


HORSE PLEASURE: May be combined Junior and Adult Pleasure if less than 3 entries in either. VHSA/BHSA DIVISION





EQUITATION ON FLAT: Open to Jrs and Adult Amateurs (may split)





SHORT STIRRUP EQUITATION: 12 yrs & under. May NOT cross-enter any class where they will jump higher than 18". May be trotted. BHSA DIVISION


SHORT STIRRUP HUNTER: 12 yrs & under. Riders AND Ponies/Horses may NOT cross-enter into any other VHSA classes except Pleasure. VHSA DIVISION





STUDENT HUNTER EQUITATION: Any age rider in first or second year showing over fences 2’ or higher. Judged as Equitation Division.  BHSA DIVISION





LOW HUNTER: Open to all horses/ponies/riders May be combined BHSA DIVISION





MAIDEN HUNTER: Any horse or pony in first year showing over fences 2' or higher. May trot. BHSA DIVISION





PONY HUNTER: 14.2 & under. Juniors only. Sm: 2', med: 2’3”; large: 2'6" VHSA/BHSA DIVISION


PONY EQUITATION: Only juniors mounted on ponies. min. 1/4 class to return to hack. Standing Martigales over fences only. Sm: 2’,med: 2'3”; Large: 2'6"or 2’9”


 VHSA Associate/BHSA DIVISION





SCHOOLING/OPEN HUNTER: Any horse/ponies/riders. 2’6 or 2’9 BHSA DIVISION





GREEN HUNTER PONY: 14.2 & under. First year showing over fences @ regulation heights. Open only to Juniors on ponies. Will be combined with Green Horse if less than 3 entries. Fences: sm: 2'; md: 2’3"; lg: 2’6” VHSA/BHSA DIVISION


GREEN HUNTER HORSE: Horses in first or second year over fences @ 2'6". Will be combined w/ Green Pony if less than three entries. VHSA/BHSA DIVISION





CHILDERN'S/ADULT HUNTER: Juniors and amateur adults-please specify. Only juniors on horses count for VHSA/BHSA points. Choice of 2'6" or 2'9'. VHSA/BHSA 


JUNIOR/ADULT EQUITATION: Fences 2'6" or 2’ 9” 1/4 class returns to hack. Martingales over fences only. Please note Jr or Adult (Amateurs only). 


Will split if possible. VHSA Associate/BHSA DIVISION





WORKING HUNTER: Adults or Juniors. Choice of 2'9" or 3'. VHSA/BHSA DIVISION





VHSA MEDAL CLASSES: Open ONLY to VHSA Members must have 3 entries in class, may NOT be combined. Sponsored by EMO Insurance Agency





*BHSA FORREST LINTON MEMORIAL CLASSICS: Two-round classic judged as a hunter class using numeric scoring. Score is total of both rounds.








RULES AND REGULATIONS


1. Protective headgear with SECURED HARNESS is REQUIRED at ALLTIMES when mounted. ALL riders, no exceptions. ASTM-SEI required for all juniors.


2. Show will be run according to the spirit & rules of VHSA & BHSA competitions, where applicable


3. CURRENT NEGATIVE COGGINS TEST (taken within 12 months) must be presented to Show Secretary before numbers will be issued. Pertains to ALL HORSES BROUGHT ON GROUNDS!  Virginia Law requires negative coggins to accompany horses at all times. This is the responsibility of the horse owner! NO COGGINS = NO SHOWING


4. The responsible adult MUST sign Release/Waiver on entry form before entry will be accepted, and number issued.


5. Ages as of Dec.1, 2010. Juniors must not have reached 18th birthday by 12/1.


6. 4-H members must present current 4-H membership card to receive discount.


7. This show is not sanctioned by or affiliated with VA 4-H, any discount offered is a courtesy of Amber Hill in support of the VA 4-H program.


8. Show Committee reserves the right to refuse any entry, or to combine, change, divide or cancel any class.


9. The Judge's decision is final. Do not approach the judge. See Show Manager if needed.


10. There will be NO refunds.


11. There is a $30.00 RETURNED CHECK FEE


12. Exhibitor or trainers with a balance due to Amber Hill must resolve to compete or


receive prizes. Must be paid to qualify for VHSA Championship Show (see www.vhsa.com)


13. VHSA Medal Classes are open to REGULAR VHSA MEMBERS ONLY. Must show card to enter. There must be 3 entries to hold class. Refer to VHSA rule 14.


14. Proper tack and attire required for all classes! Only Judge may excuse jackets. Jackets & Gloves must be worn in ALL Equitation classes, regardless. 


15. USEF rules followed on permitted tack.


16. Adults may not show ponies in any VHSA/BHSA PONY classes.


17. Exhibitors must show at least FOUR SHOWS to be eligible for Amber Hill Year-End Awards.


18. Ribbons to 6th place: points awarded: 1st=7; 2nd=5; 3rd=4; 4th=3; 5th=2;6th=1 (VHSA/BHSA points differ and may be recalculated, affecting champion & reserve)


19. HIGH POINT TRAINER awarded EACH SHOW to trainer with most accumulated points for the day – points will be calculated to 6th place - $100 to trainer at show


20. No horses, vehicles or persons are permitted on trails, in barns, yard, or beyond posted areas Mounted or on Foot! 


21. All Children MUST be SUPERVISED! Please - NO BICYCLES!


22. NO DOGS permitted on grounds AT ALL! PLEASE DO NOT BRING THEM!!


23. NO ALCOHOLIC beverages allowed on grounds.


24. Any question or dispute arising about other exhibitors should be brought to show management.


25. Any Exhibitor/Trainer/Spectator who is abusive to any animal or person will be forced to leave grounds, and forfeit entry fees & points for day.


26. Amber Hill Farm, Officials, Employees and any and ALL associated with Show, WILL NOT BE HELD RESPONSIBLE for any loss, accident, injury or death to any person, animal or equipment, including Spectators. PARTICIPANTS AND SPECTATORS ALIKE UNDERSTAND THAT HORSES ARE INHERENTLY UNPREDICTABLE AND DANGEROUS, and that equipment and ground conditions are equally unpredictable, and knowingly choose to participate and/or spectate, taking full responsibility for this choice.

FROM FREDERICKSBURG (95)


Rt.3 West 12 miles to Rt.20 @ light by SHEETZ, turn LEFT, 8 miles to Rt.692 (Burr Hill Rd), turn RIGHT, 3 miles to Eddings Rd on LEFT at Amber Hill Farm sign (NOTE: GPS has you turn @ Exxon Station-go PAST it!)





FROM WARRENTON/CULPEPER


Rt.29 South to Rt.3 exit (Commonwealth Park), LEFT, 1/4 mile to Rt.522, turn RIGHT, go 9 miles-you will pass Commonwealth Park + 2 bridges, when you see store on top of hill, go about 1 more mile to RT.621 on LEFT (621 will go to right 1/4 mile before your turn), turn will be at bottom of hill; follow 621 to stop sign (Rt.20), turn LEFT; go 2 miles (will be next road past Village Farm, Feed & Garden Center) to Rt.692 (Burr Hill Rd), turn LEFT; 3 miles to Eddings Rd on LEFT


***You can also continue on Rt.522 another 5-6 miles to Rt.20 @ light by BP Station, turn LEFT, go 5 miles, pass Village Farm, Feed & Garden Center on right, take next LEFT, Rt.692 (Burr Hill Rd); 3 miles to Eddings Rd on LEFT
